½ m WOF for sky
½ m WOF for land
5” WOF for road
9” WOF for title strip
1.25m for Backing
¼ m for binding
44” square Wadding
FOR THE APPLIQUE – all sizes approx.
6 x (7”x10”) scraps of fabric for houses, or for as many houses as you wish to use
6 x (2”x4”) scraps for the front doors
28 x (1½” x 2 ½) various scraps for windows (or 11”x 11” if all windows the same)
6 x (4”x4”) scraps for snowflakes – can be cut with a Sizzix machine I have, or at JB on their laser cutter
15 x scraps for trees, largest being 5”x 5”sq, NB: larger if you want to do taller trees
1-1½” scraps for door wreaths – optional
Fat quarter for title (of your choice) lettering (same fabric) or scraps of (3” x 4”) if different
Scraps or ribbon for 15 tree trunks, optional, mine are stitched on
Scraps or ribbon/fabric for tabs/hanging sleeve
1m Bondaweb, or 1m lightweight iron-on interfacing - for stabilising appliques
Suitable threads for sewing, quilting and/or hand sewing, embroidery elements on piece
Small buttons for doorknobs (optional)
Paper/card for tracing templates e.g. old birthday cards, cereal boxes etc
EQUIPMENT
Sewing machine in good working order
Darning foot - for free machining
Cutting mat
Quilter’s ruler
Rotary cutter
Scissors - sharp small, paper & fabric
Sewing needles for machine and hand work
Grease proof paper – to protect iron
